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EMERGING TRENDS AND PATTERNS OF EMPLOYMENT OF
WOMEN IN INDIA IN THE POST LIBERALIZATION PERIOD

{Economics Honours, 2nd Year)

INTRODUCTION

Recent employment statistics from the National sample survey organization (NSSO) over the
last quiguennial round of 2004-05 reveals an upward trend in labour force and workforce participation
of women, both in the urban and rural sector. The Eleventh Five Year Plan document for the first time
in history of Indian planning recognizes women not only as equal citizen but as “agents of sustainer
socio-economic growth and change™

The increase in the growth of employment appears to be much higher for female workers as
compared to male workers. Even where the proportion of working women as reflected in the femals
work participation rate may be low, the absolute numbers have significantly increased, given the rate
of population growth over time. The acceleration of employment growth from 1.25% p.a (1993-94
1999-2000) to 2.62% p.a (1999-2000 to 2004-05) has been beneficial to women’s participation of the
46 million jobs created from 1999-2000 to 2004-05 , nearly 15 million women joined the work force
While in the urban sector the women participation rate almost doubled , in the rurat sector the
participation rate increased from 9 to 12 million.

The sectors and occupations that provide employment for women and the nature of such worl
are important to examine the trends of women's employment and prompts a thorough detailed analysk
of the Indian labour market related statistics in the recent past.

METHODOLOGY

DESCRIPTIVE APPROACH BASED ON LITERATURE SURVEY: TO IDENTIFY TRENDS AND
PATTERNS OF EMPLOYMENT OF WOMEN IN THE PAST DECADE

The Indian labor force market displays several striking features: very low rates of female labor
force participation, considerable variance in rates of female labor force participation across Indian
states and a large share of both men and women working in the informal sector. The literature on
female labor force participation has traditionally focused on how demographic participation and
educational attainment affect the labor force participation decisions of women. In a separate literature,
well known rigidities in Indian labor markets have been put forth as the reason for high share of
informal employment in overall employment - for example, about 85% of India's non agricuttural
workers are employed in informal sector jobs. Studies have noted the lack of medium sized enterprises
in India and have linked firm hiring decisions, growth and productivity outcomes to cross state
differences in labor market regulations. The literature survey stresses that gender gaps in labor
force participation, entrepreneurial activity or education act impede economic growth (e.g. Cubres-
Teignier, 2014, Esteve-Volart, 2004, Klasen-Lamana, 2008, among others). Cubres-Teignier in 2014
examined the quantitative effects of gender gap in labour force participation on productivity and
living standards. They stimulate an occpational choice model with heterogeneous agents that impose
several frictions on female economic participation and their wages and shows that gender gaps in
entrepreneurship and labor force participation reduces per capita income. In India, they find that
gender gap reduces per worker incomes by about 26%. In recent work Agenor (2015) uses a
generations model in which time is modeled over three phases (childhood, working and retirement)
and simulates the effect of public policies on participation choices and economic growth.

Such policies raise female labor force participation rates by about 1.5-2.4% per annum depending

The employment and unemployment sources of the NSSO are the primary sources on variog,
tabor force indicators at national and state levels. NSSO surveys with farge, nationally representati\q
sample sizes have been conducted every 5 years all over the country. The survey spans over a yey
and consist of more than 100,000 representative households in each of the five surveys. i

Some very relevant questions related to women employment are stated hence:-
® What are the determinants of female labor force participation in both rural and urban areas?
e s female participation higher in those Indian states with less stringent labor markets?

® Impact of labor market regulations on female labor force participation rates?

e Do these factors affect whether employment occurs in the formal or informal sectors?

The study also analyzes the effects of various state level policies on labor force participation
females.

It has been revealed that women’s employment has taken an alarming dip in rural areas in 200%‘

plan seeks to maintain all policies and issues as gender sensitive right from their inception to the
formulation stages.

Thus, gender equality have always been an important issue till the 12th Five Year Plan which

also seeks to strive towards a gender unbiased economy and the equality of the sexes. Much more
stillis left to be done to have gender equity as a concrete strategy for accelerating economic progress.

ANALYSIS

As per the NSSO Employment statistics 2004-05, 9.3 million jobs were created per annum since
1999-2000. From the table below we find that there has been a slight decline in the share of women
as agricultural labourers, while their share among cultivators has increased. The urban women have
substantially achieved higher growth of employment in the manufacturing than the male. Even in the
domestic and personal sector , women have gained high employment.

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CONCLUSION

The larger number of women both in rural and urban sectors entering the labour force and
seeking work is an illustration of demand for employment and the need for employment among
women. Any employment policy for India therefore must pay specific attention to women and
development of sectors that can absorb the labour supplies of women. Simultaneously improving
the skill content of women in order for them to participate for them productively and receive adequate
returns is another area that must be addressed.

The biggest drawback of women participation is the low or inadequate education and skill/ training
attributes for women. With nearly 85% of rural and 59% of urban workers illiterate or literate upto
primary level, the labour market participation of these women is innately circumscribed. Being a
social group wise segregation of occupation guided by educational attainment and to some extent
social customs. Due to economic distress , females of the respective social groups had to enter
physically exhausting and low income jobs.

To |{T1pr.cave this, education is a basic requirement. It has been improving over time, but the
change is still very gradual .alongside basic literacy skill, women need to be trained in professional or
vocalional skills that are market oriented.

In terms of remuneration, average wages of males were higher than that of females. Again
aver?ge wage in urban areas were higher than that of the rural areas. The female workers suffered
bothin quality and quantity of employment, household responsibilities security concerns, etc. forced

The survey has thrown up a few conclusions about the implementation and impact of Sge
Siksha Abhiyan on the school selected for the study. The impact of Sarva Siksha Abhiyan and midie
meal has not yielded much positive outcome in this particular school due to several factors. o

Firstly, the funding is insufficient as could be seen from the condition of the classrooms and ofjy
infrastructure. »

Secondly, more teachers need to be appointed in the school. This is also linked to insufficly
funding as claimed by the headmaster.

Thirdly, the educational progress of the students is not at the desired level as could be gaug
from their performance in the achievement tests conducted on them. This also can be traced tol
lack of educational facilities and insufficient number of teachers.

Lastly, the mid-day meal needs to be improved considerably.
