Brief Description of the Event:

The 125th birth anniversary of Dr Syama Prasad Mookerjee was observed at Shri
Shikshayatan College with a series of events. First, a student-led study circle was organised
by the students of the Department of Political Science in collaboration with the Internal
Quality Assurance Cell (IQAC), followed by a documentary screening on the life and times
of Dr. Mookerjee and felicitation of prize winners of the various competitions that were
conducted during the Dr. Syama Prasad Mookerjee fortnight (June 23, 2026- July 6, 2026).

In the first programme, three students delivered a cohesive presentation on three facets of Dr
Mookerjee’s life: the first presented a detailed biography of Dr Mookerjee, the second
focused on his writings, and the final presentation focused on his contributions to the
nationalist struggle and nation-building until he died in 1953.

The second event was the screening of a documentary on Dr Mookerjee, drawn from the
Prasar Bharati Central Archives. Succinctly, the documentary captured various phases of his
life and helped engage students who were informed about his contributions.

In the concluding programme, the prize winners of various competitions conducted during
the Dr. Syama Prasad Mookerjee Fortnight were felicitated. These included the students who
participated in the Study Circle, the students who secured positions in the poster competition
organised by the Students’ Council on the themes- (a) Youth as Partners in Nation-Building,
(b) Democracy, Citizenship and National Responsibility, (¢) Building an Inclusive and
Progressive India and (d) Leadership, Courage and Public Service, and the students who
secured positions in the Multilingual Essay Competition organised by IMPRINT, the English
Literary Society, in collaboration with IQAC.

Outcome:

The students were introduced to the ideas and writings of Dr. S.P. Mookerjee through their
research. Their presentations outlined major aspects of his life and situated his role in the
discourses of political history. This academic engagement was supplemented by a
documentary screening that succinctly outlined the various phases of his political career.
