Brief Description of the Event:

The Study Circle provides an informal platform for the students of the department to discuss
relevant and contemporary political events and this was the second edition of the study circle
in this academic year. Conducted by the students of semester VI, they chose to discuss the
terrorist attack at Pahalgam in April 2025, delving into the larger theme of India-Pakistan
bilateral relations. The students structured the discussions by setting the context, providing a
brief historical outline, highlighting the religious, gendered and ideological facets, cautioning
against communal discord and the misinformation campaign in such polarised times.
Furthermore, the students addressed the strategic dimensions by analysing the weapon
systems deployed, geopolitical reactions, the role of China in fomenting tensions, and the
need to prioritise the lives of civilians and tackle war-mongering tendencies. The
presentations were followed by an interactive session where other students and faculties
participated.

Outcome: This event provided the platform to develop presentation skills, critically engage
with current political occurrences and link these to various topics covered across their
syllabus. The use of IR theories and Public Administration topics to explain defence
procurement, recruitment, and policies to tackle terrorism allowed for a demonstration of
these skills.
